DESCRIPTION

Areas of instruction include audience analysis, hierarchy layout and design techniques, software integration, and publishing.  Instructional strategies should include peer teaching, collaborative instruction, project-based learning activities, and school and community projects.

[image: image4.wmf]Grades will be averaged from the following work:  assignments, demos, trials, projects, and accuracy of Web Design folder.

TARDY POLICY
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The first time a student is late for class (less than five minutes) there is no consequence.  The second time a student is late there will be a mandatory meeting with the teacher after class.  The third time a student is late there will be a phone call home to the parents.  The fourth time a student is late an extra class work (teachers discretion) will be assigned.  Failure to complete the extra work will result in a 10% reduction in the students’ 9-week grade. 

ATTENDANCE POLICY

Any student who misses a day/days of class has the same number of day(s) to make-up any assignment(s).  It is the students’ responsibility to determine what work was missed during an absence.  If a student misses more than five classes, they are placed on Failing Status.
